Huygens Scholarship program

As of the academic year 2006-2007, the Department of Education Culture and Science (OCW) has started a new scholarship program, the Huygens Scholarship Programme (HSP). The Huygens Talenten programma is meant for Dutch students and researchers who want to gain international study and research experience after their bachelor or master. Do you have outstanding study results; are you younger than 36 and did you graduate less than 6 months ago? Then you can apply for this scholarship. This scholarship is for minimal 6 months and maximum 24 months and contributes to tuition fees, means of sustaining life, insurance, travelling expenses en visa. Japan Prijswinnaarsprogramma

Have you graduated within 4 or 5 years at a Dutch University (depending on your study discipline) with an average of 7 or more? Are you not older than 26 years and interested in doing a study and internship in Japan? Then the Japan Prijswinnaars programma can be something for you. Through this program you can get acquainted with the language, culture and the business community in Japan. The program provides you with a thorough preparation at the University of Leiden. Afterwards you will leave for Japan, where the study program will continue and where you will also do an internship with a Japanese company. The Department of Education Culture and Science (OCW) will take care of the costs of the scholarship. Additionally the costs for the plain ticket and accommodation in Japan will be fully compensated. There are 20 scholarships available. You have to graduate before the first of September 2007.

Fulbright Scholarships

After obtaining their bachelor, excellent students who will be attending a graduate continuation study at the University of the United States, can apply for a Fulbright Scholarship. This scholarship will be allowed for one academic year at the most and will amount to a maximum of €12.500. Furthermore, the candidate has to arrange the coming about of cooperation with or the admittance to an American University. There are approximately 25 scholarships available nationally. Candidates that have proven to succeed on a high academic level and who did not have a previous change to study in the US, are preferred. The application form has to be submitted before the first of March 2007. Applications have to be submitted at the Fulbright Center. The VSB Scholarships of the VSB Fonds.

The VSB Scholarship makes it possible for students of the higher education to do foreign supplementary study, after finishing their master. This additional study must take at least 3 months and maximum 24 months. The VSB Scholarship amounts to maximum € 10.000 en minimum 5.000 (depending on the length of the supplementary study) and entirely exists of a gift. 

Candidates for the VSB Scholarship have to meet the following minimum conditions: the candidate must have finished his/her study with good grades, s/he must have a strong motivation for a supplementary study with concrete, thought through study plans with a financial estimation of the costs. VSB and the selection committee put extra value in extra-curricular activities undertaken by the candidate. Furthermore the candidate must be under 26 and at the start of the supplementary study, The graduation date should be between the first of March and the 31st of December 2007 (date on “bul” or diploma). 

A student can only receive one VSB scholarship. Candidates from the University of Utrecht have to be nominated by one, preferably two, professors of the University of Utrecht. The supplementary study must start after the first of July 2007. The VSB scholarship is meant for financially weak students. 

Applications have to be submitted, sevenfold, ultimately on the first of March 2007, 12.00 at the secretary of the selection committee of the University of Utrecht (Frank Peters, Studentenservice, Leuvenlaan 19). For more information about procedures check http://www.vsbfonds.nl/beurzen
Foundation of the Vrijvrouwe van Renswoude 

The Foundation of Renswoude makes a scholarship available for one half year or one year, for very good students who want to, after their master, undergo further training in their field of expertise at a foreign university. The scholarship is meant for students from all areas who have graduated last year or will graduate this year at the University of Utrecht. Researchers and assistants in training do not qualify for this scholarship. Candidates for the Renswoude Scholarship have to be nominated by one or more professors of the University of Utrecht. This scholarship is for a minimum of 3 months and maximum a year. The amount of the scholarship depends on the application (maximum € 4.500). Closing date for applications is the first of March 2007. ‘Collegio dei Fiamminghi’ in Bologna

From the estate of the Fleming Jean Jacobs scholarships are made available for talented young scientists from Belgium or Utrecht. There are annually 4 scholarships available (for 4 months each) for Utrecht. The scholarship contains free accommodation in the centre of Bologna in the so called ‘Collegio dei Fiamminghi’ and an allowance for means of sustaining life (€ 1800 for the entire period). The scholarship is meant for graduate students of the University of Utrecht who want to do a research project in Bologna. Research that entails the city of Bologna and/or connects with ongoing prestigious research of the University of Bologna is preferred. 

Applications have to be submitted annually before the first of March 2007 at the International Office. For more information, application forms and the conditions regarding Collegio Scholarships contact the International Office.
