The March 8 edition of WomenSpeak! - the new Utrecht-based series of feminist debates - was a huge success. Some 100 persons came to listen to the debate about the results of the Adoption project conducted by Gender studies staff members Prof. Gloria Wekker, dr. Cecilia Asberg and Iris van der Tuin, and by Nathalie Frederiks. Van der Tuin represented the team of researchers and presented the project during the debate. Gender studies student Namrata de Leeuw, an adoptee herself, gave a presentation (a spoken column). The debate consisted of a reflection on the report by three adoptees, of which two affirmed the conceptual tool introduced by Wekker c.s.: 'adoptees of color.' A second round of discussion dealt with artistic projects on the theme of adoption. The makers of these projects showed great interest in working on the theme of 'race'/ ethnicity in the context of adoption.
